Harun Farocki

Index visar den forsta svenska soloutstillningen med tyske
filmaren Harun Farocki vars arbete sedan 60-talet varit en
viktig referens for filmare, konstnirer och medieteoretiker.
Hans analytiska filmarbete 4r unikt bade till omfanget

och med tanke péd den betydelse det haft for den samtida
diskussionen kring bild som sprak och verktyg for politiska
strukturer.

Index presents the first Swedish solo show with German film-
maker Harun Farocki, whose work has been an important
reference for filmmakers, artists and media theorists since the
1960s. His analytical film work is unique; both concerning the
amount of films and the influence it has had on the contem-
porary discussion on image as language and tool for political
structures. The main focus of the exhibition is “Videograms
of a Revolution” (-92), which investigates the role of media
during the Romanian revolution 1989, and the installation
“Counter-Music” (-04). As a complement a video library
with ten of Farocki’s films are available. In connection with
the opening 20 September, Harun Farocki will take partin a
conversation on his work with Trond Lundemo, Stockholm
University and Helena Holmberg, Index. The Goethe Institute,
Stockholm, supports the exhibition.
